$21,0(10,(1110. This Includes the care of 
the Insane, the support of the public 
schools, appropriations for the con­
struction of good roads and the gener­
a l expenses of Hie government. All of 
the appropriations will be met by rev­
enues raised Indirectly, such as from 
excise, from the Inheritance lax, the 
franchise tax and taxes on large cor­
porations.
